A minimum 

cumulative GPA of 2.0 is required to graduate from Rockhurst. 

 

• Coursework with a grade of Pass, Credit, or Satisfactory will be accepted only with documented 

evidence that such grades are at least equivalent to a minimum “C-“ grade.
