Academic good standing; minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0 

Requirements for a Bachelor’s Degree  
Minimum of 120 semester hours of credit 
Minimum of 60 semester hours from Washburn or a four-year college or university; at least 30 hours must be completed 
through Washburn 
Minimum of 45 semester hours of credit from courses at the upper division level 
Minimum of 84 graded hours 
Grade of “C” or better in courses counting towards the university requirements, major, and minor 
Minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.0 

Law Early Admission Program - The Law Early Admission Program (LEAP) allows Washburn undergraduates to apply, 
and if accepted, to enter Washburn’s law school during what would have been their last semester of undergraduate 
work. The program allows for the last fifteen credits of undergraduate work (elective credits) to be satisfied by the 
successful completion of the first fifteen credits of law school. The LEAP was primarily designed for incoming freshmen as 
it requires careful consultation with an advisor to make the credits work out right. However, theoretically, any enrolled 
Washburn student may apply for entry into LEAP if they can make the credit requirements. For more information, please 
contact Dr. Amy Memmer at amy.memmer@washburn.edu or 785-670-1478.

a high school GPA of 3.5 on a 4-point scale.

LEAP Completion Requirements 
maintain a 3.0 GPA 
take the free diagnostic LSAT each semester 
complete all requirements for graduation (except for the remaining 15 credits to be completed with law school credits)
