Fifteen-Passenger Van and Cargo Van, Bid No. 11-308

A brief description of
the college and the requirements involved were outlined within the RFP. Vendors were
asked to respond with price structures as well as timelines for completion of the project.

This purchase was approved and is included as part of the college’s Budget for the 2010-
2011 fiscal year and appears in the Remodeling and Renovations schedule of the
Management Budget manual on page 107.
