MEMORANDUM of AGREEMENT

 Academic Year 2011-2012

This written commitment, by and between Johnson County Community College (JCCC), Overland Park, Kansas, and  School District Name  School District (INITIALS), City, Kansas, is designed to provide students with a non-duplicative sequence of progressive achievement leading to a technical skill proficiency, a credential, a certificate or a degree; and linked through credit transfer agreements between the institutions. 
Articulation is a systematic, seamless, student transition process from secondary to postsecondary education that maximizes use of resources and minimizes duplication.

This written commitment:

1.  Agreed upon annually by the lead administrators of

a) School District Name  School District (INITIALS), City, Kansas 
b) JCCC as postsecondary associate degree granting institution.
2.  A program

a)  Designed to provide students with a non-duplicative sequence of progressive achievement leading to a technical skill proficiency, a credential, a certificate or a degree; and 

b) Linked through credit transfer agreements between the institutions.

It is agreed by and between the parties as follows:

1. Based upon the mutual interests of JCCC and the School District Name School District for the needs of students pursuing an advanced Career and Technical Degree, and in an effort to provide a continuing articulated program from the ninth through twelfth grade year through the Associate degree, we, the undersigned, hereby subscribe to the following guidelines:
a. Students will complete pathway competencies during their ninth through twelfth grade year and move into advanced level of study at Johnson County Community College.  The program of study for the two year program is outlined in the attached curriculum pathway.
b. A maximum of twelve (12) credit hours will be accepted for Advanced Standing Credit.

i. 
The student must have maintained a passing grade in the specified course for each grading interval as indicated on the high school transcript.
ii.  
The student must have a JCCC current Application for Admission on file and must have completed at least six (6) credit hours at JCCC.
iii. Credit will be posted on the JCCC transcript as “P.”
iv. No fee will be assessed for the credit.
v. 
Credit may not apply toward the JCCC residency requirement.
vi. JCCC will accept high school transcripts for credit up to five years after high school graduation.

vii. Advanced Standing Credit will apply toward a JCCC degree or certificate.  Students desiring transfer of these courses to another institution are advised to check with the receiving institution to determine transferability.
2. Courses within the plan of study have been reviewed by the local curriculum review team, composed of at least one high school instructor, one post-secondary instructor and administrative representation from both the secondary level and post-secondary level.
3. In the absence of Advanced Standing Credit, other benefits include, but are not limited to, the following:
a.  Additional credit options such as Quickstep or Prior Learning Assessment.   See websites:

b. Delineation of certificate and degree requirements facilitating seamless transition from high school to post secondary education.

c. Access to articulation and transfer information to four-year colleges and universities.

d. Access to career, assessment, and employment information.

4. Both parties may advertise the programs and will jointly advise the students that this option is available to them.
5. JCCC and the consortia schools have mutual opportunities to participate in Advisory Boards.  
6. JCCC will provide professional development based on feedback from annual review of articulation agreements.
7. Both parties agree to evaluate this program on an annual basis and in the context of student benefits, program efficiency, and effectiveness.
8. This agreement shall begin the semester/year of signing and shall be reviewed annually.
9. This agreement may be modified by mutual agreement as needed in the event of cancellation, discontinuance or disapproval of any course or program by the Kansas State Department of Education or the Kansas Board of Regents.
10. This agreement is subject to change or cancellation by the Legislature at any time in accordance with Article 6, Section 5 of the Kansas Constitution.
