The new faculty contract provides for a process of load banking.  Page 24 of the Master Agreement dated 7/1/2010 – 6/30/2012 states:

“In a year consisting of summer, fall and spring semesters, a faculty member may, with the consent of his or her supervisor, teach a course in the summer semester or an overload course in the fall semester for no compensation and then reduce his or her load by one course in a subsequent semester of that year described above.  The reduction must take place in the summer-fall-spring semester year in which it was amassed; it may not be carried over to any semester after the spring of that year.  In the case of one (1) credit hour classes, up to three (3) hours may be amassed.”
