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INTRODUCTION

Each fall, a follow-up study is conducted of high school graduates who participated in the
College Now Program to address such issues as student satisfaction with various facets of the
College Now program, transfer of College Now credits, variables affecting selection of a college,
perceptions of JCCC, and future educational plans. Former College Now students from 21 of the
participating Johnson County high schools responded to the 2005 follow-up study.

Methodology

Surveys were mailed to 1,732 former College Now students who were members of the Class of
2005 on November 7, 2005, with one follow-up mailing conducted on December 7, 2005. One
survey was returned by the postal service as undeliverable. A total of 304 of the 1,732 former
College Now students returned completed surveys, for a response rate of 18%.

A summary of major findings of the study follows. Tables detailing results of the College Now
survey are located in Appendix A. A list of tables is provided at the beginning of the appendix
to facilitate location of specific data. A list of the colleges and universities that accept or do not
accept College Now credit is located in Appendix B. The survey and cover letters are located in
Appendix C. Verbatim comments are available in the JCCC Office of Institutional Research.

SUMMARY OF FINDINGS

College Now Experiences

e Nearly 98% of respondents indicated they would recommend the College Now program

to friends. This finding has remained consistent over the years.

e Respondents were asked to rate several aspects of the College Now program on a 5-point
Likert scale where 5 equals “very satisfied” and 1 equals “very dissatisfied.” The overall
College Now program received a mean rating of 4.44; the amount of college-level
material received a mean rating of 4.34; quality of instruction received a mean rating of
4.25; and the knowledge of high school counselors about the College Now program
received a mean rating of 4.22. The vast majority of respondents were either “very” or
“somewhat” satisfied overall with College Now (90%). Figure 1 below shows the
percent over time of respondents who were either “very” or “somewhat” satisfied with 1)
the overall College Now program, 2) the knowledge of high school counselors about the
College Now program, 3) the amount of college-level material, and 4) the quality of

instruction.

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Current College Experience

Over 98% of respondents were enrolled in college. The majority of respondents
currently enrolled in college were attending the University of Kansas (30%), Kansas
State University (19%), or Johnson County Community College (16%). Over 75% of
respondents were attending a college or university in Kansas, approximately 10% in
Missouri, and 12% were at a college that was outside of the two state area.

The majority of respondents indicated their primary reasons for selecting the college they
were currently attending were location (65%), campus atmosphere (53%), that their
desired major was offered there (52%), and/or that they could take pride in attending that
institution (50%). The reasons listed as being least influential in selection of a college to
attend were because they wanted to participate in sports (13%) and because of religious
aspects (7%).

Approximately eight out of ten respondents indicated their College Now experiences had
left them better prepared for college.

The majority of respondents (65%) indicated their College Now class had been either
about the same as or harder than a current college class they were taking in the same
discipline.

College Now Credit Transferability

Of the respondents not currently attending JCCC, 77% had attempted to transfer their
JCCC credits to another college. Respondents reported that 85% of their College Now
credits had transferred course-for-course. A small group of students indicated their
courses transferred as electives (9%) or as reduced hours (2%). A very small percentage
indicated that their college would not accept any credits at all (4%). See Appendix B for
a listing of colleges and universities that do not accept College Now credit.
