• Meal Planning & Grocery Shopping: Learn how to 
search various sources for recipes and how to create 
a weekly menu plan and shopping list. Shop the sale 
ads and save! Learn tips and tricks for navigating the 
grocery store while sticking to your list and budget. 

• Kitchen Safety: When working or preparing food in 
the kitchen, you must be aware of possible safety haz­
ards. Learn how to identify common hazards and how 
to prevent accidents or injuries from taking place. 

• Money Management: What is a budget and how do 
you create one? What is the difference between a 

debit and credit card? Let's learn how to spend and 
save your hard-earned money. 

• Apartment Living: Where and who should you live 
with? How do you pay for an apartment? What do you 
need to furnish your apartment? We will explore these 
questions and more about living on your own. 

• Emotions & Mindfulness: Sometimes we feel happy or 
full of joy, but sometimes we feel sad or angry. Learn 
how to navigate various emotions with tools such 
as breathing exercises or imagery that can be used 
whenever and wherever. 

• Get Moving!: Exercise is one of the most important 
pieces to maintaining a healthy lifestyle. From yoga 
and stretching to cardio, learn simple exercises you 
can incorporate into your daily routine to get your 

body moving.
