I Transfer Admission Procedures/Qualifications for Baldwin City Campus I

e Complete Baker’s admission application. There is no application fee.

e Submit transcripts from ALL colleges attended. This includes dual-credit courses as well as courses
completed at any vocational, technical, two-year, or four-year institution.
e Unofficial copies may be used for the purposes of admission. They must show both your name and the
college name. Submit unofficial copies to jason.knapp@bakerU.edu.
¢ Official copies should be sent to Baker University Office of Admissions, PO Box 65, Baldwin City, KS 66006.
Or, if your colleges use a third-party digital service like Parchment or National Student Clearinghouse,
please have the transcript sent to our Office of the Registrar at incoming.transcripts@bakerU.edu.

e If you have fewer than 24 college credits, we’ll also need your official high school transcripts.

e Official copies should be sent to Baker University Office of Admissions, PO Box 65, Baldwin City, KS
66006. Or, if your colleges use a third-party digital service like Parchment or National Student
Clearinghouse, please have the transcript sent to our Office of the Registrar at
incoming.transcripts@bakerU.edu.

e Complete your FAFAS (if eligible) and apply for participation awards or additional Baker scholarships.
